1 The increase between 2020/21 Q1 and 2021/22 Q1 was due to the Government’s social distancing restrictions in relation to COVID-19;
these were implemented on 23 March 2020. Many of these additional reports related to activities that previously were not considered to
be ASB - such as social gatherings - as well as shops and businesses continuing to trade.

9 The significant decrease in incidents from 2021/22 Q3 was driven by the implementation of Operation SOMERTON, which aimed to both
improve the service given to victims of ASB and ensure crimes are correctly recorded.
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1 Although the trend for the All Crime Harm (Crime Severity) score' shows a slight increase from 2019/ 20 Q3 to 2022/ 23 Q4, there has
been a decrease in the last two quarters.
